With the EU-wide market opening for
transnational passenger transport by rail, all
rail companies can take part in national in-
vitations to tender from the start of 2010.
The increasing internationalisation presents
the once-national railways with major chal-
lenges – especially as the growth poten-
tial in the domestic market will be fully
exploited in the foreseeable future. In the
international opening forum leading rail
chiefs and top representatives from the rail
industry, the EU and associations will dis-
cuss market strategies and prospects for
competition in Europe.  

Be it Istanbul, Amsterdam or the Ruhr area:
In competition for residents, investors or
even tourists, the European metropolitan re-
gions have long recognised the crucial im-
portance of mobility as a location factor. Yet
in many places the transport infrastructure
is overloaded. Traffic jams shape the view
of blocked cities and congested urban
areas, which threaten to bring the cities to
gridlock. The forum puts effective concepts
for integrated traffic solutions in the spot-
light and considers the prospects of public
local transport as a top performer in modern
urban mobility.  

As important interfaces for international
freight transport, German seaports have ex-
perienced rapid growth in the past few
years. As a result of the worldwide eco-
nomic crash and the drop in stock turnover,
this development has ceased – but only
temporarily. In the long term the ports must
be prepared for further growth and continue
to press ahead with their expansion plans.
In the forum port operators, logisticians and
rail entrepreneurs will map out their re-
quests for policy. After all, current capacity
bottlenecks must not impede the upturn
after the crisis.

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Incentives by experts

itics, institutions and associations. They
make the international congress convention
a highly-regarded meeting point for players
from the railway and transport industry.
Firstly, the #rail2009 advisory council pro-
vides valuable incentives; members are
from senior management in international
associations and companies and from sci-
ence and politics. Secondly the ten profes-
sional sponsors, with their expertise,
ensure that #rail2009 will be a pool of
ideas for mobility concepts.

The competition in local rail transport is
gaining momentum. Increasingly more net-
works are contracted out nationwide, and
the market share of private operators is in-
creasing. However, the conditions for cor-
porate competition are currently more
difficult. Participants on the podium will
discuss what effect the framework condi-
tions in a predominantly cost-focused com-
petition have on the activities and the
economic considerations of the transport
companies. One of the questions here is at
which level quality and service, parameters
much sought-after by passengers, can be
realised.  

While funds for local public transport are
constantly going down, the fixed costs for
client bodies keep increasing. Cost drivers
in particular are the permanently increas-
ing energy costs and rising track and sta-
tion prices; these represent additional
burdens amounting to millions. The local
authorities are under increasing cost pres-
sure and must pass this on: to the opera-
tors as well as the passengers. How to
deliver a market-driven and practice-orien-
tated tender policy that assures the suc-
cess of the rail reform and quality
competition will be discussed in the
forum.  

About 370 public and 6,000 private compa-
nies are involved in city traffic in Germany.
They are forced to offer a range of products in
line with demand under increasingly difficult
conditions, growing competition pressure and
increasing demands from passengers.
Against this background the forum highlights
the future development of local public trans-
port markets. The consequences of the in-
house allocation of contracts, which
continues to be possible according the EU or-
dinance, will be discussed alongside tried
and tested business and financial models
and the scope for corporate innovation in the
city transportation of the future.

Numerous action
groups nationwide are making their voices
increasingly heard with their demands on
policy and business: innovative solutions
must be found to reduce and prevent the
noise. Intense communication between ac-
tion groups, scientists, politicians and ex-
perts from the rail industry concerns the
search for concepts which allow effective
noise protection cost-effectively and as
quickly as possible.

An efficient infrastructure is an essential
basis for economic growth. Therefore, in-
vestments in streets, water and railways
are among the main measures in the fed-
eral government’s current economic stim-
ulus plan. This financial aid only adds to
the high expectations for investment with
all transport carriers. It is not just the rail
associations that have long ago positioned
themselves for a hard battle for the alloca-
tion of resources. In a debate on the
podium the representatives of the various
carriers will number and justify their 
financial demands.  

Bus and rail mobilise people in the cities.
Opinions differ regarding the best concepts
and suitable means of transport for a sus-
tainable, needs-tailored and economic
means of city transport. Are underground
rail projects still up to date, could tramways
solve transport problems or do buses take
pole position thanks to environmentally-
friendly drive technology? Participants in
the forum will closely examine the transport
situation in German cities, discuss vehicle
concepts and devise scenarios for the urban
mobility of tomorrow.
